Recoupment (May 2005) 
Question: “Mom is cp on regular ivd case. The dad is ncp and is paying support. The child goes into foster care but there is no foster care ivd case opened for the child. The support goes out to the mother in error as it should have went to foster care. The mom's parental rights have now been terminated. In a normal situation, we would open up a foster care arrears only case and reallocate the monies to it and set up recoupment on the mom. But, since mom's parental rights have been terminated, we do not see a chance of recouping any monies from her. Mom has one other child but she is the ncp on that case ivd XXXXXXX which is medical only. What would be the best approach in handling this money that went out to the mom in error?”

Answer: According to the DCS Director’s office, recoupment is not recommended since these are benefits that have been paid out.  The best approach is to determine if the ncp owes an arrearage for the period the child was in foster care and create an arrearage-only case for the foster care case.
