Child Support Services for SSI Children
Effective April 4, 2011, IV-A offices will no longer complete and send CSE a hard copy child support referral (PA-62) for children receiving SSI.  Upon approval for SSI benefits, the payee of the child(ren)’s SSI will receive the attached letter.  The letter advises the payee that if they want to pursue child and/or medical support for the child, they must contact their local CSE office.  

When a local CSE office is contacted by an individual wishing to apply for child support services for a child receiving SSI, an Application for Child Support Services (Form CS-33) must be sent.  Upon receipt of the completed application, staff will load the case as a Non-Public Assistance case.  

CSE staff must also set the SSI indicator to “Y” on the child’s “Update Child Participant Data” (ASEPT1) screen on KASES.  A report will periodically be sent to Medicaid, listing all children in the KASES system with an SSI indicator set to “Y”.  To ensure accurate data is sent, it is very important for staff to update the indicator when proof is received that a child is receiving or is no longer receiving SSI benefits. 
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All parents of children receiving medical assistance must help in efforts to get medical support.  This support is required from the parent who does not live with the children.


If your child gets SSI benefits now, has a living parent who does not live with or support the child, you may want to apply for help to get child and/or medical support.  To apply for this help, please call the child support office in the county where you live to ask for help.
