Regulation Changes 

The following regulations and/or forms incorporated in the regulations were effective 10/17/12:
921 KAR 1:001 – The definitions were placed in alphabetic order. A definition for intergovernmental IV-D case was created and the definitions for Initiating and Responding Agency were updated to include language referencing an intergovernmental case.   These changes stemmed from federal regulation changes implemented in January 2011, and described in CSM No. 150. 

921 KAR 1:380 – The word “interstate” was replaced with the word “intergovernmental” throughout the regulation.  Changes were made to this regulation to require full services in a putative father case.   The following forms were updated: 
· Authorization and Acknowledgement of No Legal Representation (CS-11) - The CS-11 and procedural instructions were revised to remove the Notary Public section as the individual is no longer required to have their signature notarized.  This change is due in part to the implementation of the Kentucky Child Support Interactive (KCSI) Website.  

· Application for Child Support Services (CS-33) - The CS-33 and procedural instructions were revised to mirror the formatting of the child support application on the KCSI website. 

· Assignment of Rights and Authorization to Collect Support (CS-140) - The CS-140 was revised to remove the noncustodial parent’s social security number from the form, to provide space to include the name of the child(ren) for which the custodial parent is requesting services and to remove the Notary Public section. 

921 KAR 1:400 - The form Administrative Subpoena (CS-84) was revised to reflect changes in accordance with the Office of Child Support Enforcement’s (OCSE) Action Transmittal 11-02.  The language concerning how the form can be sent has been updated from mailed or faxed to sent by mail, fax or any other means agreeable to the requesting agency, including electronic means. 

921 KAR 1:410 – Under the Financial Institution Date Match (FIDM) section, the criteria for identifying a case for seizure of assets was changed to state that the obligor owes past-due support in an amount equal to or greater than one month’s support obligation.  
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The regulation definition now matches the definition found in Kentucky Revised Statute 205.778(1).  The following forms were updated: 

· Notice of Lien (CS-85) - the CS-85 has been revised to reflect changes necessary to mirror the federal version of the form. 
· Income Withholding for Support (CS-89) – the CS-89 has been revised to reflect changes necessary to mirror the federal version of the form. 
· General Testimony (CS-98) -  the CS-98 was revised to revise two fields on page 11.  The next to last line is changed to reflect Name/Title, Agency or Tribunal Representative.  The last line is corrected to remove Tribunal/Agency and reflect Notary Public, Official and Title.  The CS-98 has been updated on the CHFS Intranet Forms page; however, the form changes have not been updated on the forms gen version.  CSE will submit the forms changes to KASES in the near future and advise staff when the changes are complete.  
· Advance Notice of Intent to Collect Past-Due (CS-122) - the CS-122 was revised to make technical corrections. 

The CS-11, CS-33, CS-84, CS-85, CS-89, CS-122 and CS-140 and their procedural instructions have been updated on the CHFS Intranet Forms page.  The Spanish versions of the CS-33, CS-84, CS-85, CS-89, CS-122 and CS-140 will be added to the Intranet once they have been translated by the Cabinet for Health and Family Services Language Access Section.
