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The purpose of this memorandum is to clarify the use of the Family Violence (FV) Indicator. The FV indicator is used to protect victims of domestic violence and child abuse.  A case presents family violence concerns when reasonable evidence exists that the person(s) in the case is at risk of physical and emotional harm. 

Once the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) Secretary has been notified of the state’s determination that there is reasonable evidence of domestic violence or child abuse, and the disclosure of such information may be harmful to the parent or the child, disclosure of the parent’s or child’s location is prohibited.

In clarification, it is the Division of Child Support’s policy that once the FV indicator is marked with a “V,” it is not to be changed.  This means:  “Once a victim, always a victim.”
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
