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As you are aware, the Policy and Procedures Section is in the process of rewriting policy material for the new Kentucky Child Support Handbook (KCSH).  One component of the process is to combine and update the current manual and handbook, eliminate unnecessary words, redundancy, and publish online a KCSH that is more concise, user friendly and less cumbersome.

It is in that light that we are changing the term “noncustodial parent or obligor” to simply “noncustodial parent.”  The term originated because it was felt there should be a term to define situations involving split custody when neither parent is considered to be a noncustodial parent, and only one parent is an obligor.  Since these situations are rare, the term is being simplified to “noncustodial parent.”  Henceforth, all written policy will refer to any parent who is absent from the family as the “noncustodial parent.”
