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The Division of Child Support (DCS) implemented changes to the charging process to the UDA1A sub-account.  A request to change charging for the UDA1A sub-account was submitted and the changes migrated to production on KASES June 13, 2005.  The changes were implemented to meet the requirements in Section 457 of the Social Security Act as mandated by the Personal Responsibility and Reconciliation Act of 1996 (PRWORA) section 103.
Currently, when a case is in AFDC IV-D status and the unpaid current support obligation exceeds the grant, the difference accrues in UDA1A sub-account.  This will be changed to accrue all unpaid current support in the TANFA sub-account when the case is in an AFDC status type.  When the family leaves assistance, the system will first compare the sub-accounts for the CAA1A and the TANFA to the URG.  Any amount in excess of the URG will first be moved from the CAA1A to the NAA1A.  Then the balance of the TANFA sub-account will be compared to the URG.  Any amount in excess of the URG will move from TANFA to UDA1A. 
Child support staff were notified of the change in UDA1A processing in a recent migration notice via email.  Since the change has now migrated to production, the old arrearage calculation program will no longer calculate the UDA1A the same way KASES calculates UDA1A.  Once the Jefferson County arrearage calculation program is loaded on the local computers, workers should no longer use the old arrearage calculation program.  A new arrearage calculation program is being investigated that utilizes technology newer than either of the existing programs.  Even if the decision is made to create a new program, this will not occur in the near future; therefore, staff need to work with the Jefferson County arrearage calculation program until a new program is available.
