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The purpose of this memorandum is to provide information about changes to the Family Support Operation Manual Volume III MS 3080, Penalty for Noncooperation.
The Division of Family Support (DFS) obtained a legal opinion from the Office of Legal Services, which indicates non-responsible relatives not included in a K-TAP or Kinship Care case can be penalized for non-cooperation with child support activity.  Therefore, DFS has revised MS 3080 to state that if a non-responsible relative, or technically excluded specified relative not included in the K-TAP or Kinship Care case fails to cooperate with child support activity without good cause, the 25% penalty is applied.  On KAMES, the penalty is applied to a member on the K-TAP or Kinship Care grant.
