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Family Alternatives Diversion (FAD), as authorized by 921 Kentucky Administrative Regulation (KAR) 2:500, is an alternate program for families who would be K-TAP eligible but who have ongoing income and could be self-supporting if a short-term need is met.  FAD may be used for transportation, child care, housing or employment-related expenses up to a maximum of $1300.00 during the three-month eligibility period.

To be eligible for FAD, a family cannot be receiving K-TAP, but must meet the eligibility criteria for K-TAP and must have a verifiable short-term need.  The family must also be determined to be self-supporting if their short-term need is met.  If a family is eligible for and chooses to accept FAD, the family will not be eligible for K-TAP until the three-month FAD eligibility period has expired.

921 KAR 2:500(3) requires the FAD program to make a referral for services as needed to other agencies, including the Division of Child Support.  FAD applicants must complete an application and be interviewed by a Division of Family Support caseworker.  If it is determined that the applicant needs to be referred to DCS, the applicant will be provided with a complete child support application packet, if the applicant is not currently receiving child support services.  The child support packet includes the following:  Authorization and Acknowledgment of No Legal Representation (Form CS-11), Non-K-Tap Application (Form CS-33), Child Support Services Fact Sheet (Form CS-37), Application for Direct Deposit (Form CS-168), and the Civil Rights pamphlet.  If an applicant is eligible for and accepts FAD instead of K-TAP, the applicant will need to verify the short-term need and payment will be issued to the vendor or, in some cases, to the custodial parent.
