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The following information concerns the transfer of the child support program to newly elected officials in January 2003.  

The Master Agreement or contract currently in effect between your office and the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC) will be binding on any new official when he or she takes office.  The contract is between CFC and the contracting official’s office, not the specific individual in office, therefore, the contract is binding on your successor unless he or she chooses to terminate the agreement.  The Division of Child Support (DCS) suggests that you leave the present contract in force and allow the new county official to cancel the agreement if he or she chooses not to participate in the child support program.  

The transfer of all fiscal and program files, documents, equipment, and other related materials concerning the child support program (including the Prosecutors’ Handbook, Child Support Handbook, and Child Support Forms) is of vital importance.  These materials are official records and are possessions of the contracting official’s office and not personal records.  They are to be transferred to your successor.  These records are subject to federal and state audits and must be kept readily available for inspection in the official’s office.  It will be the responsibility of the newly elected official to retain these files for the mandated time.  These records, like the records of the fiscal court, or any other organization’s official records, are not to be removed from the premises due to personnel changes.
