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Documenting and Referring Conflict of Interest Cases

The moratorium on referring conflict of interest cases to the Attorney General’s office was lifted effective July 1, 2001.  However, certain restrictions still apply for Fayette and Jefferson counties and arrangements have been made with these respective offices.

Before referring conflict of interest cases to the Attorney General’s Office, all efforts to utilize the “buddy system” should be exhausted; if not, the cases will be returned to you.  Additionally, staff must document KASES’s events stating that cases are being referred to Maria Lewis, Technical Assistance Advisor, Division of Child Support, Post Office Box 2150, Frankfort, Kentucky 40602-2150.

Do not send cases directly to the Attorney General’s Office, as those cases will be returned.  Additionally, in matters being referred to the Attorney General’s Office, do not set hearings any sooner than 30 days from the date the case is referred.  This will allow adequate time to obtain necessary documentation and reduce unnecessary travel on the attorneys to appear in court for the sole purpose of requesting a continuance due to insufficient time to prepare. 
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
