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Use of the $50 Incentive Payments by Contracting Officials

The question has arisen as to how contracting officials may use the $50 incentive payments that they receive for Foster Care (FC) cases, Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) cases, and Kinship Care cases.  The $50 is awarded for every support order entered against the noncustodial parent(s) or obligor(s) when the court places the child(ren) in the custody of the Cabinet for Families and Children.

Contracting officials are to put FC, DJJ, and Kinship Care incentive payment money into their Child Support Programs and use it for whatever they want, including staff bonuses.  However, contracting officials cannot keep the $50 incentive payments for personal compensation.
