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Beginning May 1, 2001, the Fayette County Attorney’s Child Support Division will initiate a vehicle booting pilot project in cooperation with the Fayette County Circuit Court, the Fayette County Sheriff’s Office, and the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.  The goal of the booting pilot project is to provide the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC) with an additional enforcement resource and to provide public awareness of the consequences for failure to pay court or administratively ordered child support.

Senate Bill 218 amended KRS 205.745(9) to allow the CFC to use booting of a vehicle as an additional enforcement tool if there is a child support arrearage that equals six months without payment, the obligor has failed to comply with subpoenas or warrants relating to child support proceeding, and the vehicle is solely owned by the obligor or is co-owned by the obligor and current spouse or owned by a business in which the obligor is the sole proprietor. The CFC must file a lien on the vehicle in the county in which the vehicle is kept, and due process must be provided to the obligated parent. 

Kentucky Administrative Regulation 921 KAR 1:410, Child Support Collection and Distribution, was amended March 6, 2001, to include the specific provisions of the vehicle booting process and the steps an obligor must take in order to remove the booting device from the vehicle.
