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As a result of the initial mailing of the Notice of Intent to Place Obligor’s Name on Delinquent Listing (Form CS-175), the Division of Child Support and the Office of the Attorney General have created a website containing the names of all noncustodial parents or obligors who failed to comply with the instructions found in the CS-175.  You may access the website at www.kychildsupport.com.  From the home page, select KY’s Delinquent Parents.  The listing is compiled alphabetically by county.  The county is based on the FIPS code of the court order, and will not always be the county of residence of the noncustodial parent or obligor.  

Per the procedural instructions of the CS-175, to request that a noncustodial parent’s or obligor’s name be removed from the listing, caseworkers must:

1. Send an e-mail message to delinquent.childsupport@law.state.ky.us.  Include the following information in the e-mail message: 

· the noncustodial parent’s or obligor’s name,

· a request that the noncustodial parent or obligor be removed from the delinquent listing,

· the name of the county (based on FIPS Code),

· the IV-D case number, and

· the action that the noncustodial parent or obligor has taken in order to have his or her name removed from the delinquent listing of obligors.

Create a SELF event on KASES and attach notes.  Explain what prompted the action and describe all actions taken.

Staff from the Attorney General’s Office will send an e-mail to the appropriate caseworker confirming that the noncustodial parent’s or obligor’s name has been removed from the delinquent listing of obligors.
