Revision of Subsection 7.080, List Participant Account History; Creation of Subsection 7.180, List Client AFDC ACCT History

KASES Handbook Subsection 7.080, List Participant Account History; and Subsection 7.180, List Client AFDC ACCT History, have been revised and created respectively to accommodate migrations and changes to KASES.

The layout of the screens used for both subsections are the same.  The differences lay in the use of the screens for each subsection.  For example, for Subsection 7.080, List Participant Account, data on the Account Statement screen (ASEFAB) shows incoming and outgoing monies and recoupments for custodial and noncustodial parent’s account statements.  Transactions include wage and regular payment postings, genetic testing fees, and tax intercepts.  For Subsection 7.180, List Client AFDC ACCT History, data on screen ASEFAB shows any transactions that affect the Unreimbursed Grant (URG) subaccount and other financial activities against a custodial parent’s IV-A number.  Transactions include excess and escrow adjustments and transactions that increase or decrease the custodial parent’s URG subaccount.

Changes to the screens include adding a STARTING DATE field to the Account Statement screen (ASEFAB).  The STARTING DATE field enables caseworkers to search the account statement by date. The starting date defaults to current date.  To specify a particular date, the user types the appropriate date over the default date.  The history of the transaction or event record data is available from the start date of the account statement to the date entered into the STARTING DATE field. For example, if a worker enters 12/02/1999 as the start date, scrolling down the account statement will display the beginning of the account history up to 12/2/99.  Workers are able to scroll down the account statement for the month entered and months proceeding the date entered.  They will 
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not be able to see months following the START DATE.  A more recent date will not be available without entering a new start date.  The print program will print the same data for the specified time period.   

The KASES Handbook is to be updated as shown below.
