Revised Subsection 5.060, Update Case/Participant Data

KASES Handbook Subsection 5.060, Update Case/Participant Data, has been revised to accommodate previously migrated enhancements.

The Inquire Case/Participant screen (ASEQ0A) has been revised to include the following as look-up options to query whether a case or participant is on KASES.  KTAP and TANF have been added to the IV-A # field.  The field now displays as IV-A/KTAP/TANF #.  The OLD IV-D #, IF KNOWN field now displays as KYIMS IV-D #.  The IV-A/KTAP/TANF POINTER field has also been added to the ASEQOA screen.  This field is used by Accounting staff and other designated persons to access URG data shown on the Account Statement screen (ASEFAB).

The Create/Update Case screen (ASEC8C) has been revised to change the CASE STATUS, CLOSED REASON and EFFECTIVE DATE, and BYPASS ACC fields to display only.  Maintenance for these fields has been moved to the Case Status Maintenance screen (ASECIN), which is accessed through Opton-18, Case Status Maintenance on the Case Management Menu screen. 

Because the case status is no longer maintained on the Create/Update Case screen (ASEC8C), the process of assigning the KAMES ap-sys-id number on the Duplicate Case Reassignment screen (ASEC8J) has been moved to the Case Status Maintenance option.  When a case coming from KAMES is considered to be a duplicate of one already on KASES, the case is closed with a closed reason of CDUP and the case is later purged from KASES.  Previously, when the CDUP reason code and PF9 to confirm was entered on Update Case screen (ASEC8C), the system automatically pathed to the Duplicate Case Reassignment screen (ASEC8J) to assign the ap-sys-id number.  Now, the system automatically paths to screen ASEC8J when the CDUP reason code is entered on the Case Status Maintenance screen (ASECIN).
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The DFS # field on the Foster Care screens has been changed to DSS. The TWIST case number populates the FC CASE # field, the DSS # field, and the TWIST CASE # field.  The Foster Care case number displays in the AFDC/MA/FC CASE # field on the Create/Update Case screen (ASEC8C). The DSS # field is found on the Create Foster Care Data screen (ASEFC1), Update Foster Care Data screen (ASEFC2), Foster Care Inquiry screen (ASEFC3), and the Display Foster Care Cases screen (ASEFC4).  The TWIST # field is found on the ASEFC1, ASEFC2, and ASEFC3 screens.  The Foster Care screens have been revised to reflect these changes.
