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Subsection 5.140, Reassign IV-A Case has been revised to reflect changes that have been in

effect since the subsection was last updated.


The Reassign IV-A Case option allows staff to reassign an AFDC number when a new client is


activated in an existing AFDC case.  For example, the IV-A case is reassigned if the mother,


the source client, left the home and the grandmother, the target client, became the caretaker of


the child in the case.  When a target client is selected and confirmed, the system automatically 


inactivates the source client and activates the target client.


When the IV-A number is taken from the source client and reassigned to the noncustodial 


parent (NCP) in the case, the system automatically changes the case status to INCO.  The 


case status is assigned an INCO status because the NCP has become the client and there is 


no longer an active NCP in the case.  The message E:  THIS CASE REQUIRES AN ABSENT 


PARENT TO BE SELECTED appears at the bottom of the Update Case Participants screen 


(ASEC1B) when trying to gain access to the case.  If this occurs, staff would take corrective 


action to add an active NCP to the case, or to reactivate the former client and NCP to their 


previous status and place the case in AARP case status.
