Revised Health Insurance Information Request (Form CS-136), Assignment of Rights and Authorization to Collect Support (Form CS-140) and Procedural Instructions

The forms and procedural instructions listed above have been revised to change “noncustodial parent” to “noncustodial parent or obligor” and “Division of Child Support Enforcement” to “Division of Child Support.”

The CS-136 has been revised to add a paragraph that provides the federal definition of reasonable cost for health insurance.  Health insurance is considered reasonable in cost if it is employment related or other group health insurance, regardless of the service delivery mechanism.

Information pertaining to the use of the Administrative Subpoena (Form CS-84) with the CS-136 is explained in the procedural instructions for the CS-136.  The procedural instructions also have been revised to indicate the change in how health insurance payments are calculated on the Worksheet for Monthly Child Support Obligation (Form CS-71) and the Worksheet for Monthly Child Support Obligation Exception (Form CS-71.1).

Since the Advance Notice of Withholding of Earnings (Form CS-42) is obsolete, the procedural instructions of the CS-136 have been revised to reflect this change.  Also, the reference to the manual subsection where an obligation is established by default has been changed from 33.160 to 33.070.

The CS-140 has been revised to add “medical support” to paragraph one as one of the types of support actions for which a custodial parent assigns his or her rights to the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC).  “Modification” also has been added to paragraph one as a child support service that CFC provides to a parent.  The procedural instructions have been revised to include procedures for all child support staff, both contracting official caseworkers and area office caseworkers.
