Child in Treatment Facility (April 2005) 
Question:  “I have a case with 3 children in it.  One child receives SSI.  This SSI child is in an around the clock treatment facility.  The child’s SSI check is paid directly to the facility for services.  Should the CP continue to receive this child’s portion of the CSUP even though the child is not technically in her home?”

 

Answer:  Per the DCS Director's Office, "Yes, the client should continue to receive the CSUP for that child.  If we tell the noncustodial parent that he does not owe it, we're changing a judicial order."

 

If the noncustodial parent contacts your office and wants to stop paying his child support as the child is no longer in the custodial parent's home, he can request a review and modification of his obligation.  However, if the custodial parent has expenses for the child, the court shouldn't allow the noncustodial parent to stop paying.
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
