Credit for RSDI Payments (May 2004)

QUESTION: I am trying to find something in the manuals as to giving the NCP credit for RSDI benefits the children have received based on NCP's disability on his child support.  Do you all have any idea where I can find this?
ANSWER:  This issue is not addressed in the Operations Manual or Prosecutors Handbook.  However, the issue was addressed in the May 2003, Question, and Answers.  The disability payment can be credited toward the child support payment.  According to KRS 403.211 (14), “a payment of money received by a child as a result of a parental disability shall be credited against the child support obligation of the parent.  A payment shall not be counted as income to either parent when calculating a child support obligation.  An amount received in excess of the child support obligation shall be credited against a child support arrearage owed by the parent that accrued subsequent to the date of the parental disability, but shall not be applied to an arrearage that accrued prior to the date of disability.  The date of disability shall be as determined by the paying agency."
