When to End CSUP (June 2006)
Question: When would current support end in this situation? 
 

This CP did cooperate and said orders are in FL. I sent cs50 a while back, and FL is very difficult to get stuff from, so I will probably be waiting for the orders UNTIL he turns 18 on 7/6/06!! Anyway, this kid is still a sophomore and CP said he plans to finish. I know on this one, all I can do is wait on the orders. But we WOULD keep the case open until he’s 19, right?  The statute reads that support will continue “but not beyond completion of the school year during which the child reaches age 19.  So if the child will be 18 on 07/06/06 – obviously the child will be 19 on 07/06/07 and if the child is enrolled as a high school student for the year of ’07 – ’08, support would continue until the last day of school in May/June of ’08.  I’m unsure, since this kid will be almost 20 by completion of his junior year in high school, not to mention in July he will not be technically “attending” high school since most schools don’t start until August. 
Answer:  We checked with the Office of Legal Services, and based on your example above, support would end 07/06/07, when the child turns 19.   DCS would not continue to provide services through the 2007-2008 school year.
