Separating R & K Cases (April 2005)
Question:  “It is my understanding that an out of state 'R' case can be combined with a regular 'K' case. It is thought that support will be paid to the 'K' status sub-accounts first.  When those have been satisfied, payments will be applied to the out of state arrears.  It is at this time the out of state FIPS code can be added at court history so the payments can be sent to the other state.  However, it is possible there could be a judgment on out of state arrears when current support is still applicable on the 'K' case, and if NCP actually pays what he/she is suppose to, the payment to this sub-account could be hung up in the system because there will be no out of state FIPS code at court history.
I was advised it would be best to separate this one IVD case into two different IVD cases, so that current support and out of state arrears payments will be disbursed appropriately.  This would be our 'exception to the rule'.  I just wanted to verify if this is acceptable, and if not, what would be the best approach for this type of IVD case? 
Answer:  Yes, there would need to be separate cases so that the support may be distributed to the active 'K' case and/or the interstate 'R' case accordingly.  The FIPS code needs to be entered for the out-of-state 'R' case so that they may be applied correctly and the support may be distributed to the other state according to their hierarchy.
