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Different types of KAMES data are matched against various files to verify information provided by applicants, such as a Social Security Number (SSN), legal names, birthdates, wages, and unearned income.  
A.
Social Security Number SSN/Names Match 
SSN’s and names entered on KAMES are matched against all active and inactive members already on KAMES.  The match is initiated at the case level when the worker exits screen HRKIMU52 “Application/ Recertification” and at the member level when the worker exits screen HRKIMA04 “Application – Household Members”.  


1.
While processing through the match screens, when a discrepancy occurs KAMES will return the worker to the application/recertification menu for a case level match or member screen for a member match.  The member’s name the discrepancy is for will be highlighted.  Matches must be resolved before navigation through the case action can continue.  Once a match is resolved the match is not displayed again unless a change made to the member’s name or birth date causes another match.    


2.
Matches are made for members with pseudo numbers.  If an individual previously has been assigned a pseudo number on KAMES use the same pseudo number for that member for all actions completed on KAMES until a correct SSN is provided.  

If the member assigned a pseudo number is in an inactive case with a real SSN, KAMES will indicate a match.  Answer "Y" it is the same person and correct the member's SSN.  If answered "N", the person is not the same, the SSN change function cannot be used later.
Change the inactive but real SSN to a "900" pseudo number that is obtained by calling the KAMES Help Desk at (502) 564-0104 or (866) 231-0003 option 1. 



Change the pseudo number of the active member to the real SSN 


through a case change.

Note:  When an individual is added to a case as a "T" member with an unknown SSN or DOB, the system will assign a pseudo number and the DOB field is left blank.
B.
Wage Records


1.
Applications, recertifications and member adds are matched online prior to disposition.


2.
The SSN's of all active case members are matched monthly, except the month after application or recertification.  Resolve exceptions through Batch Match.  If a wage match exception is resolved one month, an exception is not generated again until the quarter or wages change.  Additionally, no exception is generated unless there is more than a $500 variance, up or down, between the quarterly wage amount and the case member's monthly earnings, multiplied by 3.
C.
Unemployment Benefits (UIB)


1.
Applications, recertifications and member adds are matched prior to disposition. 


2.
The SSN's of all active case members are matched monthly.  Resolve exceptions through Batch Match. 

D.
Social Security Administration


1.
BENDEX (Unearned Income Data and Earnings and Pension Data)

At pending applications, members coded with an “M” or an “R” are sent by BENDEX to SSA.  If there is a match the information is returned and loaded to BENDEX.  BENDEX Inquiry will then display the information verified by SSA.

Applications, recertifications and member adds are matched. 


b.
SSN's of active case members on the KAMES data base are matched the month after the case is approved, reinstated or recertified.

Enumeration.  Case member SSN's, entered on the system at application and member add, which do not generate the system imposed "SA" verification code are matched against the SVES file maintained by the Social Security Administration (SSA).  Discrepancies appear as spot checks on the DCSR.]
E.
Other Computer Matches for Unearned Income (Computer Matching Data Information)


1.
Applications and member adds are matched in the month following application or addition. 

2.
Members are matched annually at staggered intervals.  


3.
Discrepancies appear on the DCSR as a Batch Match.  Refer to MS 0722, Computer Match Codes, or RDS report HRKRMR52, IM Codes List.
F.
Computer Matching Program for the Disqualified Recipient Subsystem (DRS) maintained by the Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) runs monthly against the active SNAP database, which includes all active, disqualified and ineligible members.  Members matching with the disqualified file from another state appear on RDS report KIFJ14, DRS Match Report.  

G.
At case disposition the question,” IF IEVS RELATED ACTION, ENTER CODE. IF NON-IEVS, ENTER NA: __” should ALWAYS be answered “NA” unless a batch match was resolved with the case action.  
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
