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A.
Categorically eligible members have certain eligibility factors that are considered met for SNAP benefits eligibility.
These eligibility factors are:

1.
Resources;

2.
Social Security Number (SSN) information;

3.
Residency; and

4.
Sponsored alien information.

The gross and net income limits do not apply to categorically eligible households, but income must be verified.  

All other factors of eligibility apply.

B.
Expanded categorically eligible household members only have resource factors met.  All other factors of eligibility must be met.
[If a client states during an interview that he/she has resources, the worker must enter the client stated amounts on the system.
Although client statement is accepted for verification of resources for expanded categorically eligible household members, do the following during an application or case action involving resources:

If the household is near the resource limit or if questionable, pend the case for verification of resources and request the verification on the RFI.  If the verification is not provided, the system will deny or discontinue the case.

In all other situations, client statement is accepted as verification of resources.  Enter “collateral contact” as the verification source and document that the client’s statement was taken for verification.]
