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[A parent and all of his/her children must be included in the same KTAP benefit group, if technically eligible and living together. A sibling or parent of a child receiving KTAP should never be excluded from the KTAP benefit group if living in the same household.  

A.	  Children living in the same household may be in separate KTAP benefit   groups when there is no common parent.

B. 	If a caretaker relative is requesting KTAP benefits for children who are not siblings, the caretaker relative may be included in only one benefit group.

C.  Relationship and household composition must be verified to ensure all the individuals required to be in the KTAP benefit group are included. Some sources of verification for household composition may be a landlord letter, written statement, PAFS-76, PA-21, etc.  For acceptable verification of relationship, refer to MS 2329.

D.  If the parent refuses to add an eligible child to the KTAP case, the entire case is ineligible to receive benefits. If aid is not requested for all individuals required to be included in the benefit group, the KTAP case will deny/discontinue due to not including mandatory members.]
