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ADOPTED CHILD

A. [To determine if a subsidized adoption child is to be included in the application, see MS 2275.]

B.
If an adoptive child returns to the home of his/her biological parent, the biological parent has the following options:

1.
Exclude the child from his/her K-TAP case on the basis that he/she DOES NOT have legal responsibility for the child; or

2.
Apply for benefits for the adopted child based on the biologi​cal relationship to the child as his/her parent.  If the biological mother already has an existing K-TAP case, add the adopted child to the existing case.

[If one biological parent assumes legal responsibility for his/her adoptive child, a referral to Child Support Enforcement is inappropriate on the absent biological parent.  In this instance, a referral on the adoptive parent may be appropriate, depending on the reason for absence of the adoptive parent.]
C. If the adopted child is in the home with both his/her adopted par​ent and the biological parent, the child must be included with the adopted parents in determining K-TAP eligibility.  The biological parent cannot receive for the child in this situation.
