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To be eligible for KTAP, an individual must be a citizen of the United States or a qualified alien as specified in MS 2300.  Individuals from Puerto Rico, U.S. Virgin Islands, American Samoa, or Swain’s Island are equivalent to U.S. citizens.  All individuals applying for KTAP are required to present proof of citizenship or alien status.  The client’s statement is accepted for proof of U.S. citizenship unless questionable.  

A. [If questionable, ask the household to provide verification of citizenship.  Acceptable forms of verification include:

1. Birth certificate;

2. School record;

3. Voter registration card;

4. U.S. passport;

5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Certificates of citizenship or naturalization provided by the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS), such as USCIS form I-179 or USCIS form I-197; and

6. If the above forms of verification cannot be obtained and the household provides a reasonable explanation as to why it is not available, accept a signed and dated statement from someone who is a U.S. citizen which declares, under penalty of perjury, that the person in question is a U.S. citizen. For example: I, _____, swear under penalty of perjury that I do know that ____ is a U.S. citizen.
