Determination of initial and continuing eligibility for medical services of aged, blind or disabled individuals receiving Supplemental Security Income (SSI) is per​formed by the Social Security Administrations (SSA).  Issuance of MAID Cards to SSI eligible individuals is the responsibility of the Department for Community Based Services (DCBS).  

Eligibility determination for all other aged, blind, or disabled individuals (including those individuals losing SSI eligibility) is the responsibility of DCBS.]

The scope of medical services provided and payment for those servic​es is the responsibility of DMS.
