APPLICATION AFTER DENIAL OF SSI BENEFITS

[Deny MA applications based on disability for individuals denied SSI within the prior 12 months due to an SSA determination of nondisability.]  Refer to SSA for recon​sideration of their SSI claim, all individuals who allege, within the 12 month period, a disabled condition different from or in addition to that considered by SSA in making their most recent determination.  

A.
If an individual applies for MA based on disability and more than 12 months have elapsed since the most recent SSA determination denying disability, follow procedures outlined in MS 4660.
B.
An individual who believes an SSI denial is incorrect can ask the SSA for a reconsideration within 60 days of the initial SSI denial notice.  If a reconsideration is requested within the 60 day peri​od, SSA reviews the application and supporting documentation.  If the initial denial is upheld, the claimant may then ask for a hear​ing within 60 days after the unfavorable reconsideration decision is rendered.  

C.
If the individual applies for MA in any category within 60 days of an SSI denial based on nondisability and the individual would have been MA eligible in a category other than disability had the indi​vidual applied earlier, use the SSI application date as the MA application date.

D.
[If an SSI application is denied for reasons other than nondisability, and the individual applies for MA within 60 days of the SSI denial, the date of the DCBS application is the date of the SSI application that was denied.]
