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[Applications for the deceased are accepted, but additional requirements apply depending on the nature of the deceased individual’s circumstances.  Applications for the deceased may be completed by anyone applying on the deceased individual’s behalf, such as a spouse, the next of kin, or approved agencies, such as Chamberlin Edmonds.]   

A.
Accept and process Medicaid (MA) applications made after the applicant's death if:


1.
Medical bills were incurred during the 3 months prior to application or in the application month; and


2.
The individual was technically and financially eligible at the time services were rendered.  

B.
Take an application for a Supplemental Security Income (SSI) applicant who dies before SSI entitlement is established or dies before a hearing can be requested and held.  See Volume IVA, MS 4662.

C.
A field determination of disability can be made if MA eligibility is requested only for the month of death.

D.
If an individual is determined eligible for MA and dies prior to case approval, if all technical and financial requirements are met process the application accordingly.
