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Determine MA and patient liability for a single HCBS individual as follows:

A.
Step 1 – Determining MA Eligibility Using Special Income Standard


1.
Determine gross income of the HCBS individu​al.


2.
If gross income is equal to or less than the special income standard for an individual AND the individual has been receiving HCBS for 30 full consecutive days, the individual is MA eligible.  Complete Step II to determine patient liability.


3.
If gross income is greater than the special income standard for an individual OR the individual has been receiving HCBS less than 30 full consecutive days, refer to MS 3505.

B.
 Step II - Determining Patient Liability

1.
Determine gross income and/or net profit of the HCBS individual.


2.
Deduct the personal needs allowance.


3.
Deduct an increased personal needs allowance, if appropriate.


4.
If the individual has dependents, deduct an amount to bring total income of the dependents up to the MA Scale for the appropriate family size.


5.
Deduct verified, incurred medical expenses of the HCBS indi​vidual such as the monthly SMI charge, prorated health insurance premiums and actual payment on a current or prior medical bill not subject to third party payment or covered by MA.  


6.
[Add any third party payment, such as LTC insurance.  Do not use these payments for other deductions, such as medical deductions.]  


7.
The result is the HCBS individual's patient liability or payment toward cost of care.

[C.
When an individual who is already Medicaid eligible begins receiving HCBS, the patient liability is $0 regardless of income, as HCBS is a type of waiver services.]
