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An adverse determination is made by the PRO when an individual does not require the level of care being provided.

A.
The adverse determination notice is issued when an applicant's admission or a continued stay review is denied.

B.
An adverse determination is effective 10 days from the date an adverse determination notice is issued.

C.
The PRO allows a 10 day grace period for an individual receiving an adverse determination notice to find other placement.

D.
MA benefits continue during the grace period.

E.
If an adverse determination notice is received at the initial admis​sion, no grace period is allowed.
