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A.
To be eligible for QDWI, the individual must meet the following criteria:

1.
Has not attained age 65;

2.
Has been entitled to RSDI based on disability; 

3.
Has lost RSDI due to earnings exceeding the Substantial Gain​ful Activity (SGA) level; [See MS 3912.]
4.
Continues to have a disabling physical or mental condition;

5.
Has or is entitled to enroll in Medicare Part A;

6.
Is not eligible for MA; and

7.
Has not received QDWI benefits for more than 48 months.  

B.
The SSA sends notice to the individual at the time RSDI entitlement ends advising them of QDWI.

1.
The individual has seven months in which to enroll in Medicare Part A if Medicare has been terminated.  

2.
After that period of time, the individual may enroll for Medi​care Part A only during the general enrollment period, Janu​ary, February and March of each year.

3.
The SSA notification letter may be used to verify that the individual meets QDWI requirements.  Otherwise, verification must be obtained from SSA.

C.
All other technical eligibility requirements for Aged, Blind, or Disabled MA, except Third Party Liability, must be met.
