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State Supplementation is a payment to aged, blind or disabled individuals who are age 18 years or older and have insufficient income to meet special needs for care in a licensed Personal Care Home (PCH), licensed Family Care Home (FCH), residing in a Community Integration Supplementation (CIS) arrangement, or to purchase Caretaker Services (CS) to prevent institutionalization.  Technical requirements of the SSI program for individuals who are aged, blind, or disabled must be met.  If potentially eligible, application for SSI must be made and the application verified prior to State Supplementation approval.  Medicaid pays the SMI premium for all State Supplementation recipients with Medicare Part B.
[Payment shall be issued for an eligible individual age 18 years or older who resides in a PCH, FCH, CIS arrangement, or receives Caretaker Services.  The payment is considered the client’s money. It is the responsibility of the client to pay the PCH, FCH, caretaker, designated care coordinator, or person(s) providing care to the individual.]  
A.
PCH/FCH:  


The payment is the difference between the standard and countable 
income.  

B.
CARETAKER:  


The payment is the difference between the standard and countable income of a single individual, or an eligible individual with an ineligible spouse, requiring care.

In caretaker cases of couples, where both individuals are aged, blind, or disabled, and ONE OR BOTH require care in their own home, the payment is the difference between the standard and countable income with each receiving one-half of the difference.  
C.
COMMUNITY INTEGRATION SUPPLEMENTATION (CIS):

The payment is the difference between the CIS standard and countable income.
D.
SUPPLEMENTAL BENEFITS.
  Authorize supplements to correct an administrative error.  Supplemental benefits manually issued for State Supplementation cases will pend for supervisory approval.

Use function “S”, Restoration/Supplement, on the Case Change Menu.
