RECERTIFICATION/REVIEW PROCESS & DISCONTINUANCES

[Review all State Supplementation cases every 12 months. The 12-month count begins with the month of application for approvals or program transfers.  
RECERTIFICATION/REVIEW PROCESS

A.
AP, BP or DP and FP, GP or HP CASES. Complete a recertification every 24 months.  The 24-month certification period begins with the month of application for approvals or program transfers.  Every 12 months, review items subject to change such as living situation and income. Enter findings or comments on KAMES case comments and adjust payment, if appropriate.] 


Note: As long as an SSI recipient’s State Supplementation case is active on KAMES, the medical card is issued from KAMES. This MA issuance may be inquired by selecting option “P” on the KAMES main menu. 

B.
SPOT CHECK.  If changes are anticipated before the next review or recertification, set up a spot check for the appropriate month of anticipated change.

DISCONTINUANCES
A.
Discontinuing AP, BP or DP State Supplementation payments does not automatically discontinue MA coverage, as MA eligibility is issued from the State Data Exchange (SDX) System. 


Note: If the State Supplementation case is discontinued for any reason, the medical card will revert back to being issued by the SDX system.  
B.
Discontinuing SSI due to income does NOT discontinue a State Supplementation payment but DOES require:


1.
Program transfer to an FP, GP or HP; and 

2.
Adjustment of payment if eligibility continues. 

C.
Discontinuing FP, GP or HP discontinues BOTH the State Supplementation payment and MA.  If an FP, GP or HP case is discontinued due to continuing income in excess of program standards, explore eligibility for aged, Blind or Disabled MA as a spend down case.

D.
Discontinue the case if all eligibility factors are not met and explore eligibility for Aged, Blind or Disabled MA.  

E. 
KAMES automatically issues appropriate notification.
