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NON-SSI INDIVIDUALS

Individuals who are not SSI recipients must meet the SSI technical eligi​bility criteria for age, blindness or disability.  

A.
AGE - The individual must be age 65 or older.  

1.
If there is reason to doubt the individual meets the age re​quirement, request verification of age.  

2.
Verification includes:

a.
SSA verification forms;

b.
Medicare card;

c.
Birth registration or certificate;

d.
Religious, school, or census records;

e.
Insurance policies;

f.
Marriage records;

g.
Licenses at least 5 years old; or

h.
Other acceptable documents.

B.
BLINDNESS OR DISABILITY – The individual must be unable "to engage in any substantial gainful activity (SGA) by reason of a medically deter​minable physical or mental impairment which can be expected to result in death or has lasted or can be expected to last for a continuous period of not less than 12 months."  [See MS 3912]
1.
Verification of disability is established if the individual provides proof of the following:

a.
Receipt of RSDI or Railroad Retirement Benefits based on disability.  

b.
SSA has established disability but entitlement is pending due to the five month durational requirement on some disabilities.  View notification establishing entitle​ment.  

c.
A copy of the favorable decision from SSA, Bureau of Hear​ings and Appeals, is presented.  If benefits are not being received, complete a monthly spot check to estab​lish receipt of benefits.  If a check is not received within 6 months, send medical information to MRT.

d.
SSI was received during any portion of the 12 months preceding application with the Agency, provided the SSI discontinuance was due to income or resources and not an improvement in condition.  Send medical information to the MRT before the next reinvestigation unless the SSI decision stated no reexamination was necessary.  If reexamination status cannot be determined, send a memorandum to the MRT asking if a redetermination is necessary.  Include in the memo​randum, the name and SSN of the individual and date the individual first received SSI.  

e.
Disability has previously been determined by the Medical Review Team, Hearing Officer, Appeal Board, or Circuit Court and the decision states no reexamination is neces​sary and there is no visible improvement in condition.  Reference the previous decision as documentation.  

2.
MEDICAL REVIEW TEAM (MRT) – When submitting a request to MRT, write “State Supp. Application” on the front page of the completed form PA-601T in red ink.  Submit the PA-601T with MRT-15 forms (1 per service provider + 2) in the following situations:
a.
Disability is not established by any of the above methods;

b.
A situation where an individual applies for State Supplementation benefits, based on disability, and a concurrent application for SSI has been filed but no determination of disability has been received; or

c.
Eligibility is based on receipt of statutory benefits, and benefits are discontinued because the individual is no longer disabled.
