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PCH’s provide general supervision and residential care for individuals unable to manage normal activities of daily living and need monitoring to ensure health related services are carried out.  FCH’s provide 24-hour protective and personal care in a residential home for 2 or 3 individuals who do not have an illness or injury requiring nursing care, but need help with self-care.  Payment is issued for an eligible individual age 18 years or older who resides in a PCH or FCH.
PCH’s and FCH’s must be licensed by the Certificate of Need and Licensure Board.

A listing of PCH’s can be found on KAMES by completing the following steps:

Select option “B” Inquiry from the KAMES Main Menu;

Select option “I” Provider File from the KAMES Inquiry Menu;

Enter an “X” in the PCH/FCH field; and


4.
Enter the county code of the facility.

The KAMES Personal Care Home Directory will appear and the facility number is located on the directory.  Press “F8” to page forward and press “F7” to page back through the directory.  The facility number is entered on the State Supplementation Screen on KAMES.  FCH and Community Integration Supplementation (CIS) are not listed on the directory.
