Consider as surplus, any parental resources greater than $2000 or $3000, as appropriate.

Determine the parent's surplus resources by comparing the parent's total countable resources to the appropriate resource limit for 1 or 2 parents with any excess consid​ered as parent's surplus.  

c.
Add the parent's surplus to the child's resources and compare to the child's resource limit of $2000.
