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Income is any money received from entitled benefits, rental property, investments, nonrecurring lump sums, labor or services.  Income is either unearned or earned and must be verified and documented at each application, recertification, and any reported income change.  
A.
LIMITS.  Countable income is compared to the standard for the appropriate classification of State Supplementation.  

B.
CONSIDERATION AND VERIFICATION.  Consider and verify amount of earned and unearned income, of the applicant or recipient as appropriate.  

1.
Consider payments made to a third party on behalf of an applicant/recipient, other than payments for medical insurance or medical care and services, as unearned income.  EXAMPLE: The amount of rent paid to a landlord by a relative is unearned income.


[2.
The standard for the appropriate level of care is payment in full for a recipient's cost of care in the Personal or Family Care Home.  Consider any third party payment to a home or caretaker, on behalf of a recipient, as income to the recipient.]

3.
When receipt of income causes SSI discontinuance for a State Supplementation recipient, immediately determine if eligible in F, G, or H category.
C.
DEDUCTIONS/EXCLUSIONS.

1. DO NOT deduct the $20 general exclusion.

2. Allow earned income deductions according to MS 2480.
