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COUPLES LIVING TOGETHER

Calculate income for couples living together according to the following:

A.
Caretaker Services, with both members determined to be aged, blind, or disabled:

1.
DO NOT conserve income of the eligible couple for minor depen​dent children.

2.
If an eligible spouse has income:

a.
Combine this income with that of the spouse requiring care; and

b.
Apply to standard of couple, both eligible, but only 1 requiring care.

B.
Caretaker Services, with spouse ineligible:

1.
DO NOT conserve income of the eligible individual for the ineligible spouse and/or minor children.

2.
DO NOT deem income to the eligible spouse if the technically ineligible spouse's gross income is less than or equal to the difference between the SSI payment standard for an individual and the SSI payment standard for a couple.

3.
Determine the amount of income available to eligible spouse if an ineligible spouse has gross income greater than the differ​ence between the SSI payment standard for an individual and the SSI payment standard for a couple, as follows:

a.
Determine income of ineligible spouse.

b.
Deduct the following:

(1)
For the ineligible spouse, deduct 1/2 the SSI pay​ment standard;

(2)
For each minor child without income, deduct 1/2 the SSI payment standard;

(3)
For each minor child with income greater than 1/2 the SSI payment standard, make no deduction; or

(4)
For each minor child with income less than 1/2 the SSI payment standard, deduct the difference between 1/2 the SSI payment standard and the child's income.

c.
Consider remaining amount of ineligible spouse's income, if any, available to the eligible individual.

d.
Apply to the Caretaker Services standard for a couple, eligible individual with ineligible spouse.
