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Each individual (including children) applying for Insurance Affordability Programs (IAPs) and Qualified Health Plans (QHPs) must provide his/her Social Security Number (SSN).  The Federal HUB will verify each individual’s SSN with the Social Security Administration (SSA). 
Deemed eligible newborns are not required to provide an SSN during the deemed period. 
A.
If an individual has an SSN, but refuses to provide it or does not meet one of the acceptable exemptions below, that individual will be deemed ineligible.  If the individual does not have an SSN or it is not verified, the individual is temporarily approved and given 90 days to provide verification.

B.
The following are acceptable exemption reasons for not providing an SSN:
1. Religious objections;

2. Alien status; and

3. Only issued an SSN for valid non-work reasons.

C.
Those individuals not seeking coverage for themselves, but who are included in the applicant’s household, are not required to provide an SSN.
