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SECOND PARENT

[The second parent is the incapacitated or unemployed natural or adoptive parent of at least one of the needy children, or incapacitated or unemployed stepparent who is the parent of a sibling of a Family MA child, and living in the home.  

A.
The second parent and the parent included in the case as specified relative must be legally married, recognized as married through common-law by another state, OR adjudicated either by the court or by an AER.  

B.
If both parents are in the home but not married and one is incapacitated, the father MAY be included in the case, if adjudicated or relationship has been administratively established.  

C.
The second parent is also an incapacitated stepparent who is living in the home, NOT a parent of a sibling of a Family MA child, AND legally married to the parent who is included as the SR, OR recognized as married to the parent who is included as the SR through common-law by another state.]
D.
A spouse may NOT be included as the second parent in an MA case with a pregnant woman who has no children.
