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[Establish a new case record in the “S” category for each subsidized adop​tion case and discontinue the corresponding foster care “P” case.]  Discon​tinuing these cases helps provide anonymity for the natural parents and assures that the contents of the original case record remain confiden​tial.  The new case record receives a new case number, which is differ​ent from the original case number.  Subsidized adoption case records include the application and a copy of the subsidy agreement.  

To preserve the anonymity of the natural parents and to assure the con​tents of the original case record remain confidential for children in subsidized adoption cases, follow enumeration procedures outlined in the Welfare Enumeration Manual, Section 00305.145.
