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Children under age 18, or age 18 and in full-time attendance in high school or equivalent level of vocational or technical school, who will complete a course of study before the 19th birthday, may be eligible for MA in this category.  Deprivation and living in the home of a parent or other specified relative (SR) are NOT requirements of this category. 
A.
PROGRAM CODE IS “Y”.

B.
CASE NAME is the name of the parent who signs the application.  When an application is signed by an interested party for the parent, the case name may be the name of either parent.  When an application is made by an interested party on behalf of a Y child not living in the home of a parent or other SR, the application is in the name of the interested party.  If the child and interested party reside separately:


1.
Enter the interested party’s name and address as the case name and address; 

2.
Enter “c/o” and the child’s name on the first line of the mailing address; and


3.
Enter the child’s address as the mailing address.

This will ensure the KYHealth card and mail are sent to the address where the child resides.
[Note:  If a child under the age of 18 does not live with his/her parents or other caretaker relative, then a case may be established in the child’s name.]
C.
MEDICAL SUPPORT ENFORCEMENT (MSE).  If a child in a “Y” case has a deprivation factor that requires a referral for MSE, a referral must be completed.

D.
FINANCIAL ELIGIBILITY is determined according to MS 3140.
