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GOOD CAUSE
A report is considered late if received after the 21st day of the re​port month.  If the report form is late, make a good cause determina​tion.  

A.
Good cause exists for returning a late report if one of the follow​ing acceptable reasons is met:

1.
The SR is out-of-town for the entire filing period;

2.
An immediate family member living in the home is institution​alized or 
died during the reporting period;

3.
The assistance group was the victim of a natural disaster, such as a 
flood, storm, earthquake or serious fire; or

4.
The assistance group moved and reported the move timely, but the 
move resulted in a delay in receiving or failing to re​ceive the report 
form.
B.
If good cause exists for the late return of the report and no action is taken in 
the report month, reinstate the case effective with the appropriate month.
C.
If the report is received late and good cause does not exist, KAMES 
discontinues the case effective with the appropriate month.
