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K-TAP OR E/T CASES DISCONTINUED


DUE TO CHILD OR SPOUSAL SUPPORT

If the receipt of new or increased child or spousal support causes K-TAP or E/T ineligibility, the group may be entitled to MA for UP TO 4 additional months.  The 4 months of MA begin with the first month of K-TAP or E/T ineligibility due to new or increased child or spousal support.  Consider months when recoupment is appropriate, due to new or increased child or spousal support, as MA months.

A.
Requirements for MA continuation are:

1.
K-TAP or E/T members were eligible for and received a K-TAP grant or AFDC Related MA correctly for 3 of the 6 preceding months; and 

2.
Discontinuance is due wholly or in part to increased child or spousal support received.

B.
[If adjusted income is more than the MA Scale for the family size, discontinue the K-TAP or E/T case and provide Family  MA.]
C.
Consider any of the following changes occurring during the extended eligibility period.  These changes affect the number of MA months:

1.
Addition of a child born during this period;

2.
Removal of a member who becomes technically ineligible; or 

3.
Entire assistance group becomes technically ineligible during the extended eligibility period, because deprivation no longer exists, increase in other income, or increase in resources.
