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[When determining Medicaid eligibility for children committed to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, do not count paren​tal income and resources against the child.]  These children are considered to be in foster care and are not legally under the control of their parents.  Consider only the income and resources of the committed child in the eligibility determina​tion.  This applies even if the child is living in the home of the parent, including the parent residing out-of-state during a trial placement or while awaiting an appropriate placement.  [The Department for Community Based Services, Division of Protection and Permanency (DPP) designated worker is responsible for processing the Medicaid application.]
Allow appropriate income deductions according to policy for Family MA.
