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When the parent/legal guardian is applying and requests one case be estab​lished for all MA eligible children in the home, the parent/legal guardian has the option of not being included in the case.  The parent's income is always considered available to the dependent child. The legal guardian's income is considered available to the dependent child ONLY if the legal guardian meets the definition of SR (refer to Vol. IV, MS 2410) and is included in the case.

To determine the child's and parent/legal guardian eligibility:

A.
Combine the income of the parent/legal guardian and the child included in the case.

B.
Compare to the regular MA Scale for the parent/legal guardian and the child.  If less than or equal to the MA Scale, the parent/legal guardian and the child are MA eligible.

C.
[If greater than the MA Scale, explore eligibility in the “I” category, if appropriate.

D.
If ineligible in the “I” category, determine if eligible as a spend down case and compare the income of the parent/legal guardian and the child's income to the regular MA Scale. The excess is the monthly excess that must be spent down to make the parent/legal guardian and the child eligible.]
