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MINOR PARENT LIVING WITH STEPPARENT, 


NOT INCLUDED IN THE CASE

The following is the budget process for a minor parent living with a stepparent, not included in the case.  In the budget process, minor refers to minor parent as appropriate.  Minor's dependent refers to minor parent's child.  Do not follow this section when living with both a parent and a stepparent.

A.
Disregard income of the stepparent who is not included in the case.

B.
Add the minor's income, and the minor's dependent's income.

1.
Compare to regular MA Scale for minor and minor's dependent.  If less than or equal to the regular MA Scale, the minor and minor's dependent are MA eligible.

2.
[If greater than the regular MA Scale, explore eligibility in the “I” category.]
3.
[If ineligible in the “I” category, determine if eligible as a spend down case and compare the minor's income and the minor's dependent's income to regular MA Scale.]  The excess is the monthly excess that must be spent down to make the minor and minor's dependent eligible.
