Health and developmental history.

Unclothed physical examination.

Developmental assessment.

Immunizations which are appropriate for age and health history.

Assessment of nutritional status.

6.
Vision testing.

7.
Hearing testing.

8.
Laboratory procedures appropriate for age and population groups, such as tests for tuberculosis, low blood and kidney problems.

B.
Additional services are:

1.
Diagnosis and treatment if problems exist; and

2.
For children 3 years of age and over, dental services fur​nished by direct referral to a dentist for diagnosis and treat​ment.

3.
Long term care for children who have special needs that cannot be met in a regular institution in-state or out-of-state.  See MS 4170.
