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Process as interims, the results of spot checks or recipient reported changes considered to be a change in circumstances that require a recomputation of countable income.

A.
A change in circumstances is defined as a change in income or dependent care expenses which may affect ongoing MA eligibility.  This includes:

1.
Beginning or ending employment;

2.
Increase or decrease in the number of work hours;

3.
Pay rate change;

4.
Dependent care expense change; or

5.
Change in farming/self-employment activities.

B.
Do not consider normal fluctuations in income or expense amounts as a change in circumstances and do not require a recomputation of countable income.  This includes:

1.
A change in work hours which will not exceed 30 days;

2.
A 5th or periodic paycheck; or

3.
Holidays, vacation days or sick leave not to exceed 30 days.
